Platforms:

1. PurpleMash: Students will access and complete assignments via the '2Dos' section.

2. Microsoft Teams: Students will use their individual accounts to receive and submit work.

3. School Website: The website will serve as a communication hub for parents and pupils.

Procedures:

1. Accessing Work:

   - Teachers will set assignments on PurpleMash in the '2Dos' section.

   - Students will log in to PurpleMash to access their assignments.

2. Submitting Work:

   - Completed assignments will be submitted through Microsoft Teams.

   - Students will use their individual Teams accounts to upload their work.

3. Communication:

   - Teachers will communicate with students and parents via the school website.

   - Important updates and information will be posted on the website regularly.

Expectations:

1. Students:

   - Log in to PurpleMash and Microsoft Teams daily.

   - Complete and submit assignments on time.

   - Participate in any scheduled virtual meetings or classes.

2. Parents:

   - Ensure your child has access to the necessary technology.

   - Monitor your child's progress and ensure they are completing       assignments.

   - Stay informed by regularly checking the school website for updates.

3. Teachers:

   - Set clear and achievable assignments on PurpleMash.

   - Provide timely feedback on submitted work via Microsoft Teams.

   - Maintain regular communication with students and parents through the school website.

Support:

Technical support will be available for students and parents experiencing difficulties with PurpleMash or Microsoft Teams.
